Dear Parents and Students of John Paul II High School,

As you know, all parents are required to complete a minimum of 25 hours of voluntary service to the school as per page 23 of the student handbook.  Students are required to complete solidarity hours, see pages 10-11 of the student handbook.  In order to assure compliance with the Diocese of Corpus Christi, JPII High School requires any and all people over the age of fourteen, who volunteer to have completed the Creating and Maintaining a Safe Environment (CMSE) class.  If you, parent or student, have not completed the CMSE class, you will need to do so before you are able to volunteer.  
The CMSE class is the same for students and adults, so unless otherwise noted, parents and students can take it at the same time.  In order to initially receive a CMSE certificate you must take the two hour Core class.

Parents, you will not be able to volunteer with any sporting events, fundraisers, retreats, etc. unless you have a valid CMSE certificate on file at JPII.  

A CMSE certificate is good for 3 years.  If your certificate has expired you must complete the one hour recertification class.  Most likely, if you are a senior, or a parent of a senior, you will need to be recertified.
After completing the necessary course, please bring a photocopy of your certificate to the JPII office.
